The standout in my career was
working as Demi” Moore’s body
double «in Charlie’s: Angels:-Full
Throttle. 1 had always looked up
to 'her as a little girl, 'so it was'very
surreal working with her.-Some
of.the stunts were extremely
challenging, but Demi was always
really nice and appreciative. She
bought me a gold necklace as.a
thankyou gift after we’d finished
filming, ‘and contacted ‘me-years
later to-do-seme meore work :in
Mr. Brooks. Eva Mendes was also
a standout when 1 worked for her
in The Spirit. We trained together
intensively and L spent hours in
her dressing room, making sure
she was properly: padded up. ‘She
was another wonderful.person.who
was very easy to work for.

Even'though I may not have
the .celebrity status, .it’s always
a thrill to see my leg or arm _in a
huge blockbuster. Every year, we
celebrate our industry at the Taurus
World_Stunt Awards, which always
ends ‘up ‘being such a fantastic
evening: It's great to be able to-kick
up. your, heels and celebrate those
achievements with your peers.”
